to enforce the existing parking regulations.  Both the Codes & Police Departments will be in the area 
looking for cars that are parked improperly.   
 
In order to help our neighbors avoid tickets & fines, we are providing, below, a summary of the cur-
rent City & State parking regulations.  Please take a minute to review the information. 

 
City of St. Petersburg Code of Ordinance  

CHAPTER 26  
ARTICLE IV: STOPPING, STANDING & PARKING* 

 
*State law references: Stopping, standing & parking generally, F.S. § 316.194 et seq.; authority to regulate 
or prohibit stopping, standing or parking, F.S. § 316.008(1)(a). 
 
City Ordinance:  Sec. 26-134.  Parking in or on tree line.  
 
No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or 
in compliance with the directions of a police officer or traffic-control device, in or on a tree line, which for 
this purpose shall be construed to mean that space between the property line & the curb or street or pave-
ment edge, when any of the following conditions exist: 
 
1. Should the parked vehicle block the sidewalk or that area normally used by pedestrians. 

2. Should the parked vehicle create a hazard to the public safety. 

3. Should the parked vehicle be within 50 feet of an intersection. 

4. Should the parked vehicle limit visibility or interfere with traffic-control devices. 

5. Should the parked vehicle be parked for a continuous period of ten hours or more & located adjacent to 
a lot lawfully used for single-family residential or multifamily development or located within any of the 
following zoning districts: RS-E, RS-150, RS-100, RS-75, RPD-7, RM-10, RM 12/15, RM 24/30, RM/150. 

6. Should the parked vehicle not be located wholly on a legally recognized parking area with an approved 
parking surface or on an approved & maintained permeable parking area.

  316.195  Additional parking regulations.--  
1. Except as otherwise provided in this section, every vehicle stopped or parked upon a two-way roadway 

shall be so stopped or parked with the right-hand wheels parallel to & within 12 inches of the right-hand 
curb or edge of the roadway.  

2. Except when otherwise provided by local ordinance, every vehicle stopped or parked upon a one-way 
roadway shall be so stopped or parked parallel to the curb or edge of the roadway, in the direction of 
authorized traffic movement, with its right-hand wheels within 12 inches of the right-hand curb or edge 
of the roadway, or its left wheels within 12 inches of the left-hand curb or edge of the roadway.  

3. Local authorities may, by ordinance, permit angle parking on any roadway, except that angle parking 
shall not be permitted on any state road unless the Department of Transportation has determined by 
resolution or order entered in its minutes that the roadway is of sufficient width to permit angle parking 
without interfering with the free movement of traffic.  

4. A violation of this section is a noncriminal traffic infraction, punishable as a nonmoving violation as pro-
vided in chapter 318.
